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SUCCES STORY 

- A regular follow-up, with direct local 
support (more staff)

- 4 partners with local and civil society 
roots

- Support of regional government: 
provinces / states / Regions

- An irregular follow-up

- 2 partners
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Beyond 2017

1. More follow-up : Have more contact with the municipalities 
and more support for the steering committee. How? 

- By organizing meetings between various actors/steering 
committee/volunteers, 

- by increasing communication 
- and by having a direct contact with all the local actors.

2. Work with the “Fair Trade Towns” and doing more

Continue work with fair trade towns to perpetuate the campaign 
on the community. Integrate a follow-up every two years of the 
titled towns and propose them to go further than the 6 criteria.
